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INFORMATION REGARDING THE DETERMINATION OF THE AFTER-SCHOOL ACTIVITIES FEE
Starting from 1 August 2020
A customer fee for after-school activities is charged per pupil, and the fee is not earnings-related No separate payment decision regarding the customer fee will be sent to the family. The monthly fee will be charged for each month that the child's placement in the after-school activities is valid.
The fee is 100 euros per month when the service requirement is 11-20 days / month. If the service requirement is no more than 10 days per month, the fee is 50 euros. The fee for August is only half of the monthly fee, and the after-school activities days in the month of June are free of charge. If the child's after-school activities placement validity begins or ends in the middle of the month, the customer fee will be charged for the whole month.
Sick leave days or other non-attendances affect the fee according to the chart below. If the service requirement is 1-10 days /month, the sick leave days are regarded as planned days of attendance.

The after-school activities group can be closed because of schooling for group instructors or similar reasons for one day during the term, with no refund to the client. The school's vacation times will not be compensated in the payment.

The service requirement for a maximum of 10 days per month can be chosen when the child's need for after-school activities is permanently no more than 10 days per month. A permanent state means a service requirement for only part of the week for at least three months. Additionally, the number of days/month can only be changed when the change lasts at least three months. The service requirement changes are reported on an individual form in Wilma. The changes are always made at the beginning of the next calendar month, not in the middle of the calendar month. It is recommended that the notification of change is made no later than 14 days before the turn of the month.

If the number of days per month is surpassed when the service requirement is 1-10 days / month, the service requirement will be raised to over 10 days / month at the beginning of the next month.

The guardian can apply for a reduction or removal of the fee. The fee can be removed if the family receives income support. The fee can be halved if the family's earnings fall below the limit of the free early childhood education. The fee can also be reduced if there is a reason for reduction from an upkeep point of view. The reduction or removal of the fee can be applied for on a form on the city's homepage, and a decision will be made by an early childhood education planner. 
The limit of the free of charge early childhood education can be seen In the chart below. The family's earnings have to be less than the earnings-limit so that the fee for the after-school activities can be halved.

If the size of a family is more than 6 people, the earnings-limit will be increased 144,00 euros / child. The earnings of the family consist of the income of the service requirement customer as well as of any other person who is living in the same household, whether as a marriage or under marriage-like conditions. The earnings considered consist of taxable earned income and investment income as well as tax-free income.
Earnings, which are not taken into account, are the following: child allowance, lawful allowance as part of disability benefits (disability allowance, care allowance for pensioners), child supplement in accordance with the National Pensions Act, housing allowance, health care and inspection expenses carried out based on accident insurance, allowance for military persons, front-veteran’s supplement, financial aid for students and adult students, activity money for prisoners and travel allowance paid as social assistance, rehabilitation allowance, employment services compensation for upkeep, grants due to studies and other similar allowances, family care expenses nor home care allowance for children.

When the child's placement in the after-school activities is wished to be cancelled, the cancellation has to be primarily made electronically via Wilma by choosing Applications and decisions -> Submit new application -> Termination of placement in after-school activities The service requirement change for after-school activities has to be made via Wilma, as well, by choosing Change of after-school activities service requirement.
